In a recently published book entitled, “The Great Awakening,” Jim Wallis asks, “What is the source and focus of 
your hope as a people of faith?” He is asking us two very important questions.  

First, as people of faith, is our faith the source of our hope or do we found our hope on something else? Do we 
see our journey of life guided by God’s vision or by our own need for accomplishment? All too often, the bedrock of 
our faith is not our belief in the presence and love of God but a declaration that we can make it on our own. Our 
“hope” becomes more of a denial of God’s relevance than an affirmation of God’s grace. Instead of building our 
hope upon our belief in the abiding care of God, we base it on the power of our wealth or our personal strength or 
our intellect.  

On some occasions, what we see as hope is really a reaction to our fear, a cynicism built upon our own sense of 
inadequacy rather than God’s abundant and endless presence.  

Hope is a statement of faith when the pillars of our life are firmly anchored in the solid granite of God’s abiding 
presence. When our assurance that tomorrow will be ok is a declaration not of our belief in our singular bravado but 
in God’s Divine Spirit that can embolden and enables each of us.  

The second question asks if our hope sees as its destiny the fulfillment of our ego or God’s vision. Do we believe 
that because of God’s abiding grace our life will have meaning even though we may not yet understand the true 
nature of that outcome? Is our hope built upon our assurance that we will be able to experience God’s vision?  

In other words, are we asking God to bless our desires or are we inviting God to shape our destiny? The 
challenge facing people of faith is not only to have our hope founded in God’s presence, but also to be guided by 
God’s vision, even when we might not fully comprehend all the nuances of that vision. Hope is stepping through the 
door of tomorrow confident in the assurance that God steps through it with us, and that therefore tomorrow will hold 
blessings. It is recognizing that we are people of value because God gives us value. We do not have to earn it, we 
have to receive it and we have to own it. 

As we continue our Lenten journey, as we lay our lives before God’s gracious presence, asking God to cleanse 
our spirit and renew our life, may our assurances for today and our search for tomorrow be a prayerful discernment 
of God’s vision that God’s Holy Spirit might be the foundation upon which we build our hopes and the end towards 
which we guide our actions.
